This report presents the findings of the Fourth Asian Urban Inquiry (1996-97) conducted by the
Asian Urban Information Center of Kobe (AUICK). This Inquiry is designed to obtain from
administrators information on the urban conditions they perceive to be problems or advantageous to
their cities, and to obtain information on the projects they were undertaking to address those

problems.

The first survey was conducted in 1989-90, with a report published in January 1991. It established
the basic form of questions, including descriptive materials on cities, and a series of items asking
administrators to identify their major problems. The inquiry was carried out with mailed self-
administered questionnaires distributed to access persons in each country. The inquiry focused on
large cities and provincial capitals. In this Fourth Asian Urban Inquiry completed questionnaires
were received from 329 admnistrators n 53 cities of five countries. The number of cities and

adminustrators interviewed by countries is shown in Table 1.

This report is presented mn eight substantive chapters and a conclusion. Chapter 2 provides a
profile of the countries; some indicators are presented to give an insight of the social and economic
conditions of the countries in which the cities are located. The tables in this chapter provide
national aggregate data on conditions roughly parallel to cities on which individual city
administrators are asked to give judgments of their specific problems. This chapter also gives a
profile of the cities, in terms of population, area and population density. Chapters 3 through 7 are
based on data from the completed questionnaires received from the cities. Finally, the conclusions

provide some general remarks on the findings.



Chapter - 2 Country and City Profiles

Country Profiles

2.1 To better understand the urban administrators’ perceptions of their city problems, it is useful to
provide a brief description of the countries in which the cities are located in terms of current levels
as well as the changes that have taken place over the past decades. Five indicators on the economic
development and urbanization of the {ive countries are presented in Table 2.1. Tables 2.2 and 2.3
give indicators on social development and welfare of the countries. Some of these indicators are

graphically illustrated in Figures 2.1 to 2.8.
