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Vietnam.

1. CITY IN BRIEF

Danang is the fourth biggest city of Vietnam, belonging to group of medium-size cities.
Its location is in the centre of Vietnam, 764 km from the Capital at and 964 km from
HochiMinh City in the south. Danang City borders two provinces: ThuaThien -Hue in the
north, Quangnam in the west and in the south and in the east with East Sea with 125 Km long
of coastal line . With over 1,256.2 km2 of area, Danang is divided into 6 urban districts, 1
rural district and 1 island district. Danang City features a variety of natural condition
including mountains, hills, forests, estuaries, rivers, sea and many different ecosystems.
Danang is a port city, an economic, industrial, commercial and tourist service centre in the
coastal zone of central of Vietnam. It is also an important traffic junction of the country.
Danang is the Pacific Gateway to the East-West Economic Corridor, which is due to be
completed by 2006. Danang is also situated in the centre of three UNESCO designated World
Cultural Heritage Sites: Hue City, Hoi An Old Town and My Son Sanctuary.

1.1. NATURAL FEATURES

1.1.1. Climate

Danang is located in the typical tropical monsoon climate zone; the temperature is high
without great fluctuation. The average yearly temperature is about 25.9oC; with the highest
temperature in June, July and August (average temperature is 28-30oC) and the lowest in
December, January and February (18-23oC, averagely). Particularly, in the Ba Na
mountainous area (the altitude is approximately 1,500m) the average temperature is about
20oC. Danang lies in the transitional mixed climate zone between the North and the South.
There are two different seasons: the rainy season lasts from August to December and the dry
season from January to July. The highest rainfall is concentrated in October and November
with the average rate of 550-1,000mm/month; the lowest rainfall is in January, February,
March and April with the average rate of 23-40mm/month. The average sunny hours in a year
is 2,156.2 concentrating mostly in May and June with about 234 – 277 hours/month and least
in November and December with about 69-165 hours/month, averagely. The average
humidity is 83.4% with the highest rate in October and November from 85.67 to 87.67% and
the lowest rate from 76.67% to 77.33% in June and July.

1.1.2. Topography

Danang has both plains and mountains; the mountainous topography makes up a large
area with the altitude of about 700 – 1,500m. High and steep mountains concentrating in the
West and North-West with high slope (more than 400) constitute the riverhead tropical forests,
which play important role in protecting the ecological environment of the City.
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1.1.3. Hydrography

There are 5 wide rivers -- Cude, TuyLoan, Yen, VinhDien and Han, and some smaller
rivers -- QuaGiang, LaTho, CoCo, PhuLoc – that are connected and run through the area. The
main direction is east-north to west-south all flowing down to the sea . All Danang rivers
belong to the Thu Bon and Vu Gia river system . Because of upstream deforestation, the river
flows always bring large amounts of mud and cause sedimentation in the downstream areas.
Most rivers in Danang are curved rivers with very complicated sedimentation and erosion
caused by the upstream flow and also from tide - the characteristic of the funnel estuary.

1.1.4. Natural resources

Underground water: The potential area is located at Hoa Hai and Hoa Quy
limestone mountain range with the aquifer of 50-60m deep ensuring the supply for a water
plant of 5-10,000 cu.m/day. The aquifer in Hoa Khanh is 30-90m deep with the exploitation
capacity of 10,000cu.m/day.

Sea resources: With a coast line of 70km, Danang has deep bays and beautiful
beaches like Non Nuoc, My Khe, Thanh Khe and Nam O. These landscapes play an important
role in the development of tourism and health resorts of the locality. Apart from that, Danang
sea still has huge reserves of aquatic products with the exploitation capacity of about 60,000 -
70,000 tonnes per year. The potential on water surface is a favourable condition for the
formulation of aquatic cultivation areas like Tho Quang,Nai Hien Dong, Hoa Cuong and Co
Co sea area.

Land resources : The city has different types of soils. However, the most important is
two groups: the alluvium suitable for intensive rice cultivation, growing vegetables and fruits
in suburban areas and the yellow and red soil suitable for long-term industrial and local
specialty crops, medicinal herbs as well as cattle rearing.

Forestry resources : There are 36,729 hectares of natural forestry land (in 2002),
located mainly in the areas of high slopes and difficult topographies. The rate of forest
coverage has reached 49.6% with the wood reserves of about 3 million cu.m.

Natural minerals : include granite, white sand, construction sand, peat, feldspar, clay,
mineral water and wood.

Tourism resources: Nature has endowed Danang with many beautiful and poetic
landscapes like Hai Van Pass, Son Tra Peninsula, Ba Na Mountain, Chua Mountain, Ngu
Hanh Son Mountain, My Khe and Non Nuoc Beaches. This is the premise favouring the
development of diversified tourism.

1.1.5. Natural risks :

The most serious natural calamity is the typhoon. Every year, in the East sea a number
of typhoons emerge with wind speeds reaching level 12. They usually appear in the Pacific
Ocean and end in the inland of Vietnam in the north provinces such as Quangninh, Haiphong,
Thanhhoa, Hatinh. The typhoon season is concentrated in summer from May to November.
The number of typhoons is about 10 to 12 per year. The other natural calamity is floods,
caused by a big flow from the upstream in the rainy season happening at the same time with
increasing of tide level.
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1.2 SOCIO-ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT

1.2.1 Population.

With the annual growth rate of approximately 1,3%, at the end of the year 2005 the city
has 790,191 persons (not including transient workers and students) with the rate 51.71% of
males, the labour force and the students occupy of 48% and 9.6%. In the urban areas of
approximately 200 square km there where 79% of the population live.

1.2.2 .Infrastructure.

Housing : Danang inhabitants and society has much to do to repair, rebuild and resettle
after the long heavy war. Nowadays, an average housing is about 6-8 m2/person in urban areas.
In some urban quarters there are still slums, concentrated mainly in suburban districts.

Water supply: Danang has to face a shortage of fresh water for many years. Most surface
water area is polluted by mud, salt and human activities. An average water supply is of about :
100 litter/per/day and 65% of urban inhabitants are supplied by the City water supply system.
Others are supplied by themselves from underground water through the deep wells.

Road and transportation: The transport network in Danang is seen as a chain that includes
road, railway, waterway, seaway and airway. Danang on the National Highway No.1A, the
Trans-Viet rail route and is home to the international airport and big deep-water seaport. It is
consequently recognised as an important focal point for the North-South transport. Moreover,
it is viewed as the terminal of the East-West economic corridor - the gate for trade exchanges
between the Central Vietnam, Highlands and neighbouring countries.
1) Road: Danang City has 456.114 km land-roads (of which urban area : 286.352 km), the
average density is 0.363 Km/km2.
2) Port: including 6 ports of large and medium size, the Danang extensive port complex is the
biggest one in the Central Vietnam and Highlands. Moreover, the local 70-km coastline
enables the constructions of ports at different locations.
3) Waterways: including 13 segments of rivers totalling 162.7 km long, just 101.9 km of
which are under exploitation and management.
4) Railway: the Trans-Viet train could stop at a station and a flag-station totalling 42 km long
in Da Nang.
5) Airport: including 2 airports namely Da Nang International Airport (over 815 ha and 3 km
from the municipal centre) and Nuoc Man airport (over 30 ha), reserved for tourism purposes

Green Tree: Existing green areas in City is about 0.33 m2 per person, or a total of about
510 square kilometers.

1.2.3. Basis services .

The urban area today has, 76 policlinics with 2,800 beds, 269 schools, 8 continual and
vocational education centres, 6 technical secondary schools, 36 informatics and foreign
languages study centres, and 34 community-based education centres in villages and wards.
The city also has one university

1.2.4. Industry.

In 2003, Da Nang came 9th (up from 14th in 1997) with relation to industrial value, equal
to one fifth of Hanoi’s, a half of Hai Phong’s, one fourteenth of Ho Chi Minh City’s, second
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against 11 provinces in Central coastal and Central Highlands, and closely after Khanh Hoa.
The local industry contributed 2% to the national industrial value and 32% to that earned in
the Central Vietnam and Highlands. Despite its modest value in comparison with other big
cities in the country, the local industry was on optimistic growth at 15.4%/year in 1991-2000,
compared to 1% rate for the entire country. It’s industry grew 19.94%/year in 2000-2003,
compared to 8% for the entire country. Such growth to some extent resulted in changes of the
municipal economic structure, it raised the industrial proportion from 38.9% (1997) up to
45.46% (2003).

In general, the processing industry makes the largest proportion, over 94.5% of the
municipal industrial structure, followed by the generating, supplying electricity and water of
5%, and finally mining industry of 0.5%. The municipality has laid focus on four key
industrial fields: footwear-textile and garment, building material production, mechanical-
electronics, and agro-forestry and fisheries processing. As a result, there have been changes in
the municipal industrial structure with focus on certain key productions: textiles and garments,
leather and footwear, metallic manufacturing, machinery production. There have appeared
industrial products of high quality, matching the demand of consumption and production as
well as competitive enough in market such as garment articles, shoes, automobile tyres and
tubes, cement, plastic, ceramic bricks, food, etc.

3.2. CITY GOVERNMENT SYSTEM :

3.2.1. Role of Mayor (elected) and Administrator/ Commissioner (Bureaucracy).

According to the Laws on Organisation of People’s Council and People’s Committee
in 2003, the people’s committee is the important chain in making full use of the local
authorities ensuring smooth operation of the state administration from the central level to
grassroots units. The people’s committee is the executive agency of the people’s council, the
state administrative organ at the locality, taking responsibility before the people’s council of
the same level and its superior organs.

The major functions and tasks of the people’s committee include:
1) Developing long-term and yearly master socio-economic development planning of the

locality, sector’s development planning, development planning of urban and rural
areas;

2) Issuing mechanisms and policies suitable to the local practical situation;
3) Directing and controlling the implementation of socio-economic planning and

programmes conducted by agencies and branches at every level;

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4) Setting up the budget collection and expenditure;
5) Implementing the right of owner representative for the state contributed capital at

enterprises and the owner representative for the land at the locality;
6) Undertaking specific duties and rights like steering and controlling the taxation organ

and agencies assigned the task of budget collection at the locality; developing
alternatives for collecting fees, charges and people’s contribution as well as level of
capital mobilisation for submitting to the people’s council; developing the scheme of
decentralising the investment in local infrastructure works, setting up the financial
reserve fund, protecting the right of owner representative for the state contributed
capital at enterprises and owner representative for the land at the locality.

3.2.1.1.Chairman
Taking the leadership and comprehensive management on activities of the municipal

People’s Committee, internal and external affairs of the People’s Committee, members and
leaders of organisations under the leadership by the municipal People’s Committee. Being
responsible for fields of planning, socio-economic plans, national defence, security, big
economic balance, judicial activities, inspection, personnel arrangement, criminal prevention,
administrative reform and important activities in each period of time.

There is the fruitful co-ordination between the People’s Committee with the National
Assembly’s delegation, People’s Council, People’s Court, People’s Board of Control and
Arms in the city.

Besides, the chairman is concurrently being chairman of Emulation Council; Military
Service Council; Council of Approving and Appointing inspectors of all levels and heads of
committees; the Steering Committee on Criminal Prevention, on implementing grassroots
democracy, on civil case execution, on administrative reform, on transport safety and on
planning adjustment.

3.2.1.2. Deputy Chairman of Standing Committee
Fields of management: regulating activities of deputy chairmen, taking direct leadership

to activities of the People’s Council and People’s Committee. Taking leadership to external
economics, official development assistance (ODA), trade, tourism, finance, budget, banking,
price, taxation, customs, domestic and international loans and payment, state auditing, private
economy, domestic investment, foreign direct investment (FDI), enterprise management
renovation, national reservation.

Taking direct leadership and co-operation with units: Office of the People’s Council and
People’s Committee, Department of Planning and Investment, Department of External
Relation, departments Trade, Finance, Tourism, Customs, Statistics, Taxation; Development
Assistance Fund – Da Nang Branch, Department of State Auditing, Department of National
Reservation, Management Board of industrial and export processing zones, local and central
financial and banking organisations in the city.

Chairman of Lottery Supervision Council, Heads of Steering Committee of
Petroleum Safety; of criminal prevention, counterfeit goods and trade fraud; of tourism; of
international economic co-operation; of enterprise renovation and development; of
strengthening balance for civil construction and head of the representative committee of the
Management Council on Bank Social Policies.

3.2.1.3. Deputy chairman
Undertaking the fields of architecture, urban development and management, natural

resources – environment, transport – civil engineering, post – telecommunication, directly
following up the compensation, site clearance and re-settlement.
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Directly instruct and co-ordinate with branches: natural resources – environment,
transport – civil engineering, post, airport, Da Nang division of port, Da Nang port,
management board of the road No.5 and locally-based central units.

Chairman of councils: council on selling state-owned accommodation to renter; on house
price fixing and public land using right transference and on resolving complaint of house and
land. Heads of projects on drainage and hygiene, exploiting house and land availabilities; and
vice chairman of Safe Transport Division.

3.2.1.4. Deputy chairman
Taking responsible for: industry, investment in civil construction, agriculture – forestry

and aquaculture, nationality and mountainous areas, planning – construction and rural
development, national programmes related to agriculture – forestry and aquaculture, relief,
save, marine economics, hydrometeorology, forest fire prevention, fire and flood prevention.

Directly instruct and co-ordinate with organisations: industry, agriculture – forestry and
aquaculture, electricity, hydrometeorology station, co-operative union, local and central
economic units under the local leadership.

Directly undertaking activities of management boards and project management companies
basing on main constructions, residential areas and re-settlement areas. Chairman of
investment examination council.

Heads of departments of flood prevention, sea and islands, national grid system in the city,
project on grid improvement and development, land administration in state-owned plantations.

3.2.1.5. Deputy chairman
Taking leadership in the fields: science – technology, culture, public health, education

and training, information – press, population, family and children, other social affairs, social
insurance, religion, hungry alleviation and poverty elimination, nationality affairs,
employment, assistance from non-government organisations, emulation affairs, legal
education and training.

Having co-operation between the People’s Committee with the city’s Vietnam Father
Land Front, political and public associations, unions, professional and cultural association,
locally-based central universities and high schools, Da Nang Television and locally-based
central press centres. Chairman of councils: training, arts, science – technology, national
education, road naming and renaming, publication, co-operation of legal education, artists’
title examination, administrative defectors education.

Heads of steering committees of informatics project on administrative management,
informatics application and development, for women improvement, programmes on national
goals, campaign on great solidarity for a cultural life, AIDS, drug addict and prostitution
prevention, general inspection on housing of government-sponsored people, people health
care, and of hungry alleviation and poverty reduction.

3.2.2. Role of City Assembly and Executive Office

According to the Constitution of the Socialist Republic of Vietnam (the amendment in
1992), The People’s Council is the supreme power organ in locality, which conducts people’s
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absolute ownership right. On the basis of the Constitution, Da Nang People’s Council has
accomplished some extremely important duties for the city’s development as:

1. Developed macro policies and solutions to promote local potentials, to consolidate
national defense and security, to improve the material and spiritual life of the people and
to fulfill the responsibilities of local administration to the country.

2. Supervise activities by the Standing Committee of the People’s Council, by People’s
Committee, People’s Court, the city’s People’s Supreme Court, etc.

3. Have direct talks with the masses and delegates of the people’s council to collect opinions
submitted to higher levels to have final determinations in the meeting of people’s council.

* Functions: The Department of Natural Resources and Environment is a body of the Danang
People's Committee and an administrator of land, housing and maps. It is under the direction
of the Danang People's Committee with the professional guidance of the Housing and Land
Administration and the Vietnamese Ministry of Construction.

* Resposibilities:
- Help the People's Committee to compile documents to guide the implementation of the laws
and documents of the central government regarding the management of housing, land and
public and State-owned houses and offices; propose to the chairman of the People's
Committee or the Municipal People’s Council to suspend or cancel the implementation of
illegal land and housing documents issued by the bodies under the management of the
Municipal People's Committee, the People's Council and the districts people's committees.

- Prepare and submit maps and plans of the city’s land use to the Municipal People's
Committee; assess and submit to the Municipal People's Committee the documents of the
districts people's committees regarding land use plans; prepare strategies and plans to
develop urban and rural house funds and to guide their implemetation.

- Survey and make maps; housing and land files; evaluate and classify land; fix land
prices; guide the registration and control of land changes; carry out land statistics and
inspection every year and every five years as stipulated by law.

- Complete documents regarding land resumption, provision, lease, land use rights transfers,
mortgages and inheritance, and issuing house ownership and land use rights certificates and
submit them to the People's Committee.

- Manage house construction, survey marks, land measurement and border lines; update land
maps; assess and grant licences for making maps (if any).

- Investigate and make statistics and directories regarding building areas, types, classes and
purposes; grant house numbers and liciences for foreigners to rent houses; certify the
situation of real estate; and manage the transfer of houses and land of all economic sectors.

- Manage and make good use of State-owned buildings, develop housing fund and urban
planning.

- Collect, deal with and store information about housing and land to serve the city's socio-
economic development demands; apply scientific and technological achievements in
housing and land management.
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- Train housing and land staff as stipulated by the Ministries of Natural Resources-
Environment and Construction and the Danang People's Committee.

- Inspect the implementation of regulations regarding land and housing; deal with or suggest
to authorized bodies to solve disputes, complaints and accusations relating to violations of
land and housing use rights and managemant as stipulated by law.

- Coordinate with functional bodies to deal with or propose to authorized bodies to solve
disputes relating to border lines as stipulated by law.

4.2 ENVIRONMENT IN URBAN POLICY MAKING

4.2.1. Environmental legal system :

The legislative context for the environmental management is already exist. Based on
Constitution of Vietnam, there are number of laws and other codes related to the
environmental protection such as:

-Law on Environmental Protection
-Law on Forest Protection and Development
-Law on Land
-Law on the Protection of People's Health

The limited instruments that are available for urban environmental management in
DaNang includes LEP and GD 175/CP, Regulation No 06/CTUB. Following these codes, the
City Government could issue specific regulations for pollution control. Regarding economic
measures, there are a number of measures, such as " polluter pays a charge", natural resource
fees, pollution fines and other management instruments.

4.2.2.Environmental protection in DaNang urban planning :
Da Nang has made considerable and comprehensive investment in environment sector,

which is shown in some main constructions as sewerage construction and garbage collection
construction. The planning on green tree system is paid with due concerns to facilitate the
municipal population’s access to clean environment and fresh air. Environment has become
important criterion by the municipal people and essential factor to attract visitors.

4.3. PRIORITY ISSUE AND MEASURES

4.3.1. Priority Issue:
The most serious environmental problems that face your city are industrialisation and

pollution control, solid waste management, sewerage and sanitation. The production
technology in many factories is backward, which results in a bad impact on the environment.
Now, there are some factories in the housing areas are noisy and polluting. According to
annual report of DNRE indicator of noise, over 10 times compares with standard indicator.
Most waste water from the latrines, septic tanks, pan/bucket latrines is discharged into the
urban sewerage system. The temperate lakes in urban areas are threatened by illegal dumping
landfill and then occupied for the housing.

4.3.2. Measures:
We need some measures for encouraging the state and private enterprises to change their

technology and to use new technology less harmful to the environment The planning of
industrial zones and removing factories out of housing areas are priority measures. To set up
the environment protection fund in order to assist companies.

In general, the environmental and living conditions in Danang urban areas are not so
good. We have some problems with water quality, noise level; natural resources
deteriorating...etc., due to a lot of causes, mainly human induced activities. Today the Danang
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people and Government are facing many crucial and emergency problems, such as increasing
of air and water pollution, how to treat and manage solid waste, how to control the state of
deteriorating natural resources, how to increase provision of health and care, to solve
unproper contribution of transportation and infrastructure. For dealing with those problems,
the Danang urban inhabitants need the comprehensive and effective environmental
management system which includes legal framework, institutional framework equipped by
appropriate management instruments in order to control and regulate the situation toward the
sustainable development of the City .
